Greetings Dancers,

Firstly – I’m sad that all of you that wanted to attend the workshops with Nesrin Topkapi were disappointed.  We had agreed all the dates in writing before she arrived in England but, shortly after arrival, something changed her mind and she cancelled all of them. After many years of dealing with middle-eastern performers and teachers, I should be used to this by now, but it still catches me by surprise occasionally!
Anticipating the workshops with Nesrin late March or April, I had postponed my planned early March  workshop at DanceWorks, so have now scheduled a local workshop to fill the gap!  It will be held at my Chislehurst private studio on Sunday 19th April, 2-5pm, featuring a veil choreography.  There’s an absolute maximum of 8 places (but I will probably limit it to 6), so please book as early as possible, if you want to attend.
The next central London workshop - at DanceWorks, W1 – is on Sunday 12th July,  2-5pm – featuring choreography to a drum solo.  Bookings being taken now.  For your diary, the other currently-booked 2009 workshop date at DanceWorks is 22nd November, also 2-5pm. The cost of all workshops remains at £45 for 2009; and all places must be booked and paid for in advance.
